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A Thanksgiving Hymn That Sees Godõs Hand Everywhere 

For a hymn that captures the beauty and gratitude of Thanksgiving, All Things 

"Bright and Beautiful" is a perfect choice Its lyrics paint vivid pictures ð flowers 

opening in the morning sun, birds singing, golden sunsets, purple-topped  

mountains and rivers rushing by. It all leads to this joyful reminder: ñHe gave us 

eyes to see them, and lips that we might tell: How great is God Almighty, who has 

made all things well.ò 

The hymn was written by Cecil Frances Alexander (1818ï1895), an Irishwoman 

with a passion for teaching children about God. She wrote many hymns for her 

Sunday school class, later collected in Verses for Holy Seasons. 

But her ministry went beyond music ð she spent her life serving the poor, comfort-

ing the sick, and caring for the grieving. When she passed away, ña great throngò 

gathered to remember her, honoring both her faith and the beauty she shared with 

the world.

Remembering The Saints 
 

When Paul wrote to the church in Rome, he addressed his letter ñTo all Godôs beloved é who are 

called to be saintsò (Romans 1:7, NRSV). Paul regarded his fellow believers as people who have  

responded to the good news of Christ by choosing to follow and serve God. 

The New Testament emphasizes that Christians are Godôs beloved ð special people set apart to 

receive his grace and to be his witnesses. All people whose minds and hearts are devoted to God 

are ñcalled to be saints.ò 

About 700 years after the church began, leaders designated November 1 as All Saintsô Day to honor 

people whose lives reflect Christ dwelling within them. Because of what God has done for us, all 

Christians can wear the label of saint. 

  

Take Me to the River 

God often works in unexpected ways. Just ask Naaman, the army commander in 2 Kings 5:1-14. 

Stricken with leprosy, he traveled to Israel seeking healing from the prophet Elisha. Instead of an  

impressive display or a grand ceremony, Elisha sent word for him to simply wash seven times in the 

Jordan River. 

Naaman was not impressed. ñArenôt the rivers of Damascus better than all the waters of Israel?ò he 

asked. Why bathe in a foreign, muddy river when the clean, sparkling rivers of home were far more 

appealing? It didnôt make sense. Yet what seemed absurd became the very path to his healing. 

We may not be told to wade into an actual river, but we all face ñJordan momentsò in life ð times 

when God calls us to take a step that feels uncomfortable, humbling or completely illogical. It is in 

those moments that trust and obedience matter most. 

Naamanôs story reminds us that Godôs power is not limited by appearances or human reasoning. 

Sometimes the action that feels least likely to work is the one that opens the door to blessing. When 

God invites you to take the plunge, step into the water. You may find healing and hope waiting there.
